• It is an event that attracts not only visitors but our own people that reside overseas to 

reconnect with their roots and culture as evident with the 3 cultural dance groups travelling 

over for this year’s event. 

• Our Teuila Festival theme for this week “Enrich our Environment, Embrace our Culture” 

was adopted in line with the Samoa Tourism Authority’s continued drive for a sustainable 

industry, and in recognition of the vital role that our environment plays in promoting our 

destination.  

• To emphasize our theme, this year’s event would be plastic free in efforts to reduce plastic 

waste with water refilling stations available for free throughout the week.  

Our plea to the general public is to try and utilize these alternatives when attending the Teuila 

Festival, and refrain from using single use plastics.  

The Teuila Festival Registered food stall operators have also been advised to comply with 

using only biodegradable materials to serve their products. 

• It is also pleasing to see and we acknowledge the efforts by all respective villages that are 

involved with our National Beautification Campaign. Please ensure that we continue with 

these initiatives whereby it is not just an exception but becomes the norm moving forward 

• Tourism is everyone’s responsibility and not just those directly involved in the industry and as 

we amp up our preparations for the upcoming CHOGM meeting, let us all lift our game and 

take pride in the service we provide for all our guests to ensure their safety and a memorable 

experience in our country. 

• Let our Heavenly Fathers Blessing and Grace be upon us all as we prepare for the week ahead 

culminating with the crowning night for our Miss Samoa Pageant on Saturday.
